To get there: Flom downtown Highlands, drive about six
miles on U.S. 64 West and pull over on the right or left.

CULLASAJA FALLS

This is a powerflul series of rushing waterfalls along

the Cullasaja Rijver - 250 feet high and framed with a
dramatic cliff fgce. While the gorge is breathtaking in the
spring and fall,jwinter is when its rock formations can be
seen. The falls gre easily viewed from the road; it is not
safe to try and hike down to the base.

To get there: Flom Highlands, drive less than nine miles
on U.S. 64 West and notice the pull over on the left side
of the road. Drive further, turn around at a safe place
and retrace your route to park in the pull over. Be sure
to park your vehicle completely off the road, as passing
trucks need two lanes to navigate the curve. Be safe!

DRY FALLS

Thundering ovgr a cliff, this 75-foot fall allows visitors to
walk underneath while staying relatively dry. From the
